Jesse Nailor was the youngest of four children born to the marriage union of
Lamar Nailor and Rosie Brown on May 14, 1925 in Mound Bayou, Mississippi.
Jesse suffered the loss of his mother at 2 years old. 

Raised in a close bond with his brother and his two sisters, Annie Mae and
Mary Kate, he learned the value of working hard for what he wanted, and the
importance of commitment. He in turn contributed a strong work ethic and
mind set of commitment to his family, his work and his friends.
